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MOU between Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Government of India
and Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry, Government of Japan for
Establishment of the “Delhi-Mumbai Industrial Corridor”

On December 13th 2006, on the occasion of a formal visit of His
Excellency, Dr. Manmohan Singh, Prime Minister of India, to Japan,
Ministry of Commerce and Industry, Government of India (herein after
‘Indian Side’), and Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry, Government
of Japan (here in after herein after ‘Japanese side’) reached the following
understanding.

. Concept:

The area between the two major industries cities, Delhi and Mumbai,
is one of the main economic streams in India. A Multimodal Dedicated
Freight Corridor is already under development to promote this area.

"~ Consequently, this area can be further developed in order to absorb more

investment, including from Japan, and to promote export from this belt. For

this purpose of this document, it is being called the “Delhi-Mumbai
Industrial Corridor”.
2 This Industrial Corridor will comprise of several supporting

infrastructure projects, which will be implemented by both private and
public sectors of the two countries. The proposed Industrial Corridor will in
particular take advantage of the Multimodal Dedicated Freight Corridor
b'tietween Mumbai and Delhi, under development.

~ L Supporting Infrastructure Projects:

3. Major building blocks of the infrastructure to be developed along the
Delhi-Mumbai Industrial Corridor will include the following;

(i) Development of industrial estates/clusters with high-quality
infrastructure;

(ii) Development of Special Economic Zones;

(iii) Developments of port(s) on the west coast; and

(iv) Electrical power projects.
